	Sustainable Procurement

· Produce a Sustainable Procurement Strategy to encourage the adoption of local purchasing schemes, particularly for food stuffs

	Green Space and Woodland

· Create woodland available to the Council as potential long-term carbon sinks  

· Complete audit of existing woodland, note location, size/area, plant species

· Use Big Society model, and identify organisations/residents interested in planting and maintaining (taking ownership of the project).


	· Draw up information on the bigger picture and how an individual/local group can contribute, making it relevant to Blackpool residents

	Biodiversity
	· Preserve and enhance Blackpool’s important ecological assets such as Marton Mere and the coastline.  Actively promote them through education and inclusion programmes

· Complete green spaces strategy

· Woodland expansion and management including replacement of exotic species with native and under brush and woodland floor planting

· Improve transport corridors, particularly railway lines, for biodiversity opportunities.  The South Fylde Line Community Rail Partnership has adopted the principles of a biodiversity strategy within its own action plan

· Creation and management of biodiversity ponds (also achieving pest control) within public assets where space allows.  Create cluster ponds to allow species mitigation.
· Maintain, enhance and preserve protected (and BAP) habitat species in areas of new development such as public buildings and new constructions 
	· Marton Moss habitat improvement work to maintain condition of Site of Special Scientific Interest (SSSI)
· Development of records centre for biological and geological information

· Design a local biodiversity project and secure sponsorship.
· Publicity campaigns on new species in Blackpool e.g. otters.
