	SAC Strategy- Big Society
Discussion into where SAC sits in a Big Society Strategy for Blackpool. Neil gave a short presentation on how TSSP sees the development of our Communities in light of funding from North West Together we can (through Blackpool Council) to train Community Organisers. (Presentation attached with minutes). It was proposed to adopt the ABCD (Asset based community development) model to implement community leadership in Blackpool. It is proposed that a pilot scheme is run through three wards between January and March 2011.
